Written Comment

The SSEF grant funds requested will be utilized to provide street outreach and shelter case
management support services to homeless, mentally ill adults from Thousand Oaks. The funds will
cover a portion of the street outreach case management staffing costs to benefit low-income
Thousand Oaks, homeless adults with mental health challenges. Utilizing the SSEF funds, we will
outreach to homeless adults in Thousand Oaks and connect them to Our Place Safe Haven where
they will receive shelter and support services. OPSH aims to stabilize their health by linkage to
healthcare, secure income through employment and/or benefits (SSI, SSDI, VA) and connect to
other needed services in order to successfully obtain and maintain permanent housing. Our Place
Safe Haven benefits the community of Thousand Oaks by addressing the needs of some of the most
vulnerable and lowest income homeless individuals. This program is designed to not only fulfill
immediate needs but provide critical supportive services and case management focused on
engaging clients to successfully obtain and maintain permanent housing. Supportive services and
case management includes mental health services, substance abuse treatment, arrange or provide
transportation, education services, life skills, employment assistance, referrals to legal services and
medical health care services, assistance with benefits enrollment, housing navigation and other
services needed by the client. Each client works with a case manager to help them address personal
barriers that contributed to their homelessness. Lives are changed in this facility. People who have
been lost, forgotten and desperate find hope. OPSH addresses the housing needs of mentally ill
adults, moving from homelessness to permanent housing, while linking them with needed services.
Last year we served our target of four homeless individuals from Thousand Oaks through Our Place
Safe Haven providing case management, housing navigation and other supportive services. FY19-20
through Quarter 3 we have served 75% of our target of homeless individuals from Thousand Oaks.

Thank you, City of Thousand Oaks, members of the Council and Staff for your continued support
and partnership in improving the lives of some of the most vulnerable and underserved in our
community.
